Alexei Tyukov:
Drosselmeyer

Alexei Tyukov was born in a family of famous
Russian figure skaters. At the age of 10, he was a part
of the Soviet figure skating team and awarded
Candidate Master of sports. Alexei graduated with
honors from the Perm State Ballet Academy in 1995
and danced with the Perm State Ballet Theatre that
same year.

In 1999, he won the Gold Medal in the Senior Men’s
Division at the Arabesque Competition in Perm
and was awarded the Mikhail Arnopolsky Prize for
the most talented competition participant. In 1999
He was a Principal dancer with Ballet Internationale

Indianapolis where he performed leading roles in Phaedra, Creation of the World, The
Nutcracker, Sleeping Beauty, Firebird, Carmen and Thousand and One Night, Le Corsaire,
Napoli, La Baydere, Raymonda and Interzone. He has danced throughout the world,
including in Taiwan, China, Canada, Germany, France, North America , South Korea,
Japan and many others countries.

In 2006, he joined Cincinnati Ballet as a Principal dancer and performed classical and
contemporary works including Plan to B by]orma Elo, The Bridge by Val Caniparoli, and
Bakers Dozen by Twyla Tharp. Alexei has also participated in numerous galas including Le
Gala Des Etoiles in Montreal, Stars of the 21st Century in Paris, Stars of the Mariinski in
Germany and the International Gala in South Korea.

The New York Times said of Tyukov, “In Swan Lake, Alexei Tyukov broke the audience’s
hearts as much as Odette’s in his eloquent portrayal of an all too-human Siegfried.”

In 2016, Alexei was invited to perform atithe First Far East Festival where he performed on
Mariinsky stage performing “Swan Lake” and “"Le Corsaire”.

Mr. Tyukov joined Colorado Ballet as a Principal in 2007 where he danced Le Corsaire,
Sleeping Beauty, Cinderella, Swan Lake, Romeo and Juliet, Don Quixote, Right of Spring,
Dracula, Peter Pan, Alice in Wonderland, Midsummer Night’s Dream, Giselle, and many
others. He retired in 2017 to open Rocky Mountain Ballet Academy.

Vitalii Dubrovin
Mr. Stahlbaum

Vitaliy Dubrovin, born in Russia, has more than
54 years of experience in the ballet industry.

He was awarded Honored Worker of Culture of
Russia in 1997. This is a title given to citizens of
the Russian Federation for professional and
social achievements.

In 1967 he graduated from the Perm State Ballet
Academy (class of Yuri Plakht), in 1980 he
received his bachelor’s degree in methodology
and pedagogy from the Perm Institute of Arts
and Culture center with a degree “ Ballet
Teacher”.

Since 1967, he has been an artist of the Perm
Ballet Theatre and toured worldwide to countries
including all of Europe, South, Central and

North America, Australia and New Zealand, Asia, the Middle East, Russia and many
others. The peak of his dance career occurred in the Golden era of Nikolai Boyarchikov.
Vitalii was the first performer of the main role in the Rock Opera- Ballet “Orpheus and
Eurydice” by Jurbin, and also performed in roles such as: Aramis “Three Musketeers” by
Basner, Silvio “Servant of Two Masters” by Chulaki, Boyar and Abraham in “Tsar Boris” on
Prokofiev music, Paris in “Romeo and Juliet”. 1978 Vitalii became the first performer of the
main part in the ballet “Frescoes of Elsinor” to the music of Shostakovich (choreography
by Alexandra Polubentseva). Also in his repertoire: Paolo “Francesca da Rimini” to the
music of Tchaikovsky; choreography by Nikolai Markarianets, Dance with Sabres “Gayane”
by Khachaturian; choreographer Lev Borodulin, Groom “Spanish Miniatures” on the folk
melodies of the peoples of Spain, Jose in “Carmen suite” Bizet — Shchedrina,
choreographer by Larisa Klimova, Friend “Giselle” by Adolphe Adam, Drosselmeyer,
Father “The Nutcracker”, Rothbart, Mentor, Spanish and Hungarian dances in “Swan Lake”,
King, Groom, Wolf, Cannibal in “Sleeping Beauty “and many others.

Among the latest theatrical works: Pater Lorenzo “Romeo and Juliet”; choreography by Sir
Kenneth McMillan, Prince’s Mentor in”Swan Lake”, an elderly couple “Conditionally
Killed” by Shostakovich, Grandfather “The Nutcracker”, Director of the Museum
“Shaherazade” staged by Alexey Miroshnichenko. In 1983 he starred in the TV movie
“Cordeballet” produced by the Perm Television Studio.

From 1975 to 2016, he was a teacher of duet dance at the Perm Choreographic Ballet
Academy. |

1991 through 2015 he was the head of the ballet company of the Perm Opera and Ballet
Theater. He has now joined Rocky Mountain Ballet Academy

Rasmus Ahlgren began his training at the
Ballet School of the Finnish National Opera
and Ballet in Helsinki, Finland in 2005. He
later trained at the Helsinki Ballet Academy
and the Vaganova Academy of Russian Ballet
in Saint Petersburg, Russia. in 2022.

In 2018, Ahlgren joined the Perm Tchaikovsky Opera and Ballet Theatre as Second Soloist
and was promoted to First Soloist in 2020. He joined the Finnish National Ballet as a junior
company member in 2022.

Ahlgren’s repertoire includes George Balanchine’s Apolloe, Mikhail Fokine’s Les Sylphides,

William Forsythe’s The Second Detail, Sir Kenneth MacMillan’s Romeo & Juliet (Romeo,

Benvolio), Natalia Makarova’s Swan Lake (pas de trois), Marius Petipa’s Le Corsaire (Ali),

Anton Pimonov’s Sleeping Beauty (Prince Desire), Jerome Robbins’ Winter, and Rostislav
Zakharov’s The Fountain of Bakhchisarai (Vaslav).

Ahlgren was Silver Medal winner at VKIBC in 2017. He received the Bronze Medal and the
Marius Petipa prize for academicism and clean classical ballet at Arabesque in 2020.

Born in Tbilisi, Georgia. Nina Matiashvili completed
her ballet training at the Vakhtang Chabukiani state
ballet school. she joined State Ballet of Georgia in 2007
and was promoted to Soloist in 2012.

Matiashvili joined Hong Kong ballet in 2014 as a
Coryphee and in two years moved to Boston Ballet.
2022 she got promoted to Second Soloist.

Her repertoire with State Ballet of Georgia and Hong Kong ballet includes Nina Ananiashvili's "Don
Quixote" Kitri. Alexei Fadeyechev's "La fille male garde" Lise. Terence Kohler's "The Nutcracker "
